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Drawing Cards

1. How many cards are in a normal deck of cards (Jokers are excluded in a normal deck of cards). 
(see picture below)
2. How many face cards are in a normal deck of cards? 
3. How many hearts are in a normal deck of cards?
4. What is the chance of selecting a heart from a normal deck of cards?

5. What is the chance of selecting a king from a normal deck of cards?

6. What is the chance of selecting a red three from a deck of cards? 
7. If I have a normal deck of cards and take out a 5 of hearts, a 7 of clubs, a 2 of diamond, and a 8 of spades. What is the chance that the next card will be a club? 
8. If I have a normal deck of cards and take out a king of hearts, a 4 of clubs, a nine of diamonds, and a queen of spades. What is the chance that the next card will be a face card? 

9. If I have a normal deck of cards and take out a 4 of hearts, a Ace of hearts, a 7 of diamonds, and a Ace of spades. What is the chance that the next card will be a 9?

10. If I have a normal deck of cards and take out a 5 of hearts, a 9 of hearts, a 3 of diamonds, and a Ace of spades. What is the chance that the next card will be a less than 7? Please remember that the Ace counts as a one. 
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
