For each experiment you will need to report the following, although this report may be done later, in class.

- Hypothesis 
- Overview of the experiment
- Concepts of physics involved
- Sketch of the experiment
- Equipment and people needs 
- Data that has been collected, including a graph  
- Analysis to support or reject the hypothesis 
- Results and Conclusion
