Real World Math Contest Rules

· Contest Deadline is NOON MONDAY, MAY 5, 2008

· Voting will take place May 5th-9th
· Winners will be announced May 19th
· There will be a designated area on Teacher Tube where videos are to be submitted by the classroom teacher (further details pending).

· The winning classroom will receive a prize worth up to $10,000

· Winning student prizes are still under discussion.  We are polling the students for ideas. One suggestion is showing the video in Times Square. TI can arrange for a 30 second spot, then provide each of the winners with a photo of their video being shown. 

· Release forms must be signed by parents and students and returned to the classroom teacher before videos will be posted. 

· All videos must feature a math concept and show how the concept relates to everyday life, such as a job, sport, activity or hobby.

· Videos must be no longer than three minutes.

· Filming can be in or outside the school. 

· The final video can feature as many or few students as needed to communicate how that particular math concept relates to the real world.

· No inappropriate content.  All of the videos will be monitored and anything inappropriate will be taken out of the running for the grand prize and removed from the contest’s webpage.

· Winning videos are judged on their math content, not on their production value.
