Advisory Activity

Headlines


Advisory Goal:  Students will become members of a larger community by getting to know other students in a setting that is not primarily academic.

Purpose:
To see the connections and the diversity within the advisory group 

Time:
One activity period

Materials:
Five pieces of paper per student, tape, markers
Activity:
Explain briefly the overall activity
· First, share with advisees the purpose of this activity.

· Instruct students to create five “newspaper type” headlines that reveal their identities or past experiences.  Advisors should give examples of headlines such as: “Teacher spends summer studying in Mexico”, “Student creates original music for Indie band”, or “Senior sleeps for 16 hours in a row.”

· Students create headlines.  The advisor should create headlines for himself or herself as well.

· Once headlines are finished, post them around the room.  Have students walk around the room and sign the headlines with which they identify.

· Norms:  Make sure that students write general, as well as specific headlines.  

Reflection:
Ask the students:

· Which headlines got signed a lot?

· Which headlines didn’t get signed a lot?

· Does this activity reveal something about our advisory as a whole?

· Were there common themes or patterns that people chose to write headlines about?

Reflection:
Ask the teacher:

· Was the time appropriate for the activity?

· Did you have all the materials you needed, should other be listed?

· Did the students take part?

· Did the students seem to enjoy and/or get the purpose of the activity?
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
