Advisory Activity

· Have the students indicate which activity or sport they are already involved in by putting a check mark next to it.  Have them put an x nest to those that they would be interested in joining and/or would need more information about before joining.

· Have a discussion using the following questions:

1. Why do you think that many colleges and universities what to know if high school students were active in extracurricular activities?

2. What club or activity would you like to see the school add?  What teacher do you think would be a good sponsor?

3. Why to you think that schools pay attention to the grades of students who are members of teams?  Is this a good idea?
