Advisory Activity
Respect
Advisory Goal:  Students will learn the expectations of ethical and moral behavior and how to become ethical and moral individuals.



Purpose:
To help students explore their attitudes and opinions related to respect.
Time:
One advisory period
Materials: 
Paper, Marker
Preparation:

Write each of the following in large letters on a sheet of paper:

1 - Strongly Agree;    2 - Agree;    3 - Disagree;    4 - Strongly Disagree

· Tape the sheets on the wall - one in each corner.

Activity:   Have students do an activity to answer questions.
· Have a discussion about their answers.
Reflection:
Ask the students:

· Did you enjoy this activity?

· Would you like to see more activities such as this one? 

Reflection:
Ask the teacher:
· Was the time appropriate for the activity?

· Did you have all the materials you needed, should other be listed?

· Did the students take part?

· Did the students seem to enjoy and/or get the purpose of the activity?

Respect Continuum - Description

Ask the students to start in the center of the room. Read the statements below

one at a time and have them move to the sign that best reflects how they feel about the

statement. Ask the discussion questions during the activity.

Statements:

· Courtesy and politeness are a lot of nonsense.

· When people stay out of a bully's way, they are showing respect.

· I only respect people if they respect me.

· This school would be a better (less violent) place if there was more respect.

· Stereotypes are just a part of life and there is nothing I can do about them.

· People need to earn my respect.

· If I see someone being bullied I stay out of it because it is not my business.

· I think it is wrong to judge people by the way they look.

· I am a respectful person.

· It is difficult to respect others if you don’t respect yourself.

Discussion Questions:

1. Why are you standing where you are?

2. Have you always felt that way? If not, when did it change?

3. Do you think that you live according to where you are standing?

4. Do you wish that things were different and you could stand somewhere else?

5. Is it difficult to be respectful at school? Explain.

6. Are there places where it is easier to be respectful? Explain.

7. How can you “Stand Up” and make a difference?
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
