Advisory Activity – Ethics and Personal Values
Taking Responsibility for My Choices
Advisory Goal: Students will learn the expectations of ethical and moral behavior and how to become ethical and moral individuals.



Purpose:
To help students understand how maturity requires them to become increasingly more responsible.

Time:
One advisory period

Materials: 
Student’s Own Paper and Pen/Pencil
Activity:      Students will brainstorm and explore ideas about the relationship among choices, consequences, and responsibility.  There other methods of doing this activity:

              (1) Using your own advisory, follow the instructions on page 2.

              (2) You could divide the students grade-wise in your triad and have the discussions.  You could then bring them all back together in the large group and compile the list. (or just have the discussion with each grade)
              (3)  Instead of a discussion, you could have each student write an essay on their current responsibilities and those things for which they would like more responsibility.
Reflection:
Ask the students:

· Did you enjoy this activity?

· Would you like to see more activities such as this one? 

Reflection:
Ask the teacher:
· Was the time appropriate for the activity?

· Did you have all the materials you needed, should other be listed?

· Did the students take part?

· Did the students seem to enjoy and/or get the purpose of the activity?

Taking Responsibility for My Choices
1. Say to the entire class, “Let’s create a list of things that explain responsibility.”  (For example: don’t blame others, don’t control others, accept credit for accomplish-ments, admit error, learn from mistakes, think before you act, etc.)  
2. Divide the class into several small groups of students.  Have each group come up with a list of at least 5 more things (other than the ones listed).
3. Come back together and share the lists formed by each group, and compile one list.

4. Then have a discussion using the following discussion questions:

A. Can you think of one thing on our list of which you can try to do more?

B. Is there at least one thing on our list that you do well?

C. What are some of the obstacles to making sound choices?

D. What types of actions can remove those obstacles?

5. Finally, instruct the students to write a personal list of things for which they are currently responsible and another list of the types of decisions and actions for which they would like more responsibility.

6. Close the lesson with the following integrative statement:

Living in a free, democratic society guarantees us freedom of choices.  We all need to understand that all choices have consequences and as you mature, you will be expected to shoulder the responsibility of your choices more and more. 
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
