OREOs Don't Phase Me


Now that we have studied the phases of the moon, let’s see if you can create them with Oreos. 

1. Collect some Oreos and place them around the Earth in positions that represent the phases of the moon as shown on the next page.

2. Assume the Earth is in the center of the diagram and place the Sun at an appropriate place in the system.
3. Remove the cover on the Oreo and scrape off the insides to represent the moon in one of its phases. Then place the modified Oreo on your paper in the correct position.
4. Repeat the process until all the phases are covered.

5. Get the camera from me and take a photograph. 

6. Check the other student’s attempts and verify that you have shown the Truth.
