Bilking The Black Box

What’s inside? How can you know? What if you can’t look?

In this investigation we are simulating the Black Box problem. You MUST NOT open the boxes – EVER!

Individually:

I. Pick 3 boxes, and determine the nature of what is inside. Make note of your idea. 

II. Pick the next 3 and repeat the process.

III. Continue until you have judged all the boxes.

In Pairs:

IV. Get with one other student and compare your notes. 
V. If you agree, make a note of the agreed descriptions. 
VI. On the boxes you disagree on, convince your partner you are correct, submit to their impression, or come to agreement on a new description.
VII. Record the final descriptions for all boxes.

In groups of Four:
VIII. Repeat the process for Pairs above. 


In Whole Class:

IX. Each group needs to compare their conclusions and argue the final impressions for all boxes.
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
