Chapter 4 Lab – That’s Just Nuts!

Part II:  The Experiment

I. Set up your experiment per your design. Take care of the your identified safety issues and the ones that Mr. Young indicated. Keep your safety glasses on when the nut is burning.

II. Set up the temperature probe using EasyDATA on a TI-84 and collect the initial and ending temperatures.

III. Report all of the measures that you collected, including the mass of the nut before and after and the type of nut used.

IV. Calculate the energy stored in the nut.

V. Determine the energy per gram for this type of nut.

VI. Give the big C calories for the energy you determined and compare that with the reported value for the kind of nut you burned.

VII. Make sure you have collected all the measures needed before you break down the experiment and put all of your equipment back as found. Dispose of your waste in an appropriate manner.
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
