Tech Tips

1.  Make sure that the AAA batteries are fresh as low batteries can cause the unit to turn off immediately after turning on.

2.  What you may tell the user is to remove one AAA battery from the calculator and press down on the [clear] key while the battery is out. Re-insert the battery while holding down on the [clear] key and continue to keep the [clear] key pressed after the battery is in the calculator. While continuing to hold down the [clear] key, press and hold down the [on] key. When the home screen is displayed, release the keys.

If the calculator stays on, you most likely will see the following TI-83 Plus RAM Cleared. Once the calculator is on you must reset all of the memory because if it is not reset then the unit will experience the same problem next time that the Symbol

Table is rebuilt. 

Please advise the user that the following procedure will remove all Flash Applications, Flash archive data and RAM information, i.e. stored variables, user defined programs etc. If the user does not wish to reset the memory then they may retry step 2 should the issue should arise at a later time.

Press [2nd] followed by the [+] key to access the memory menu and choose [7] :Reset

Press the right arrow [-->] twice to highlight 'ALL', press [enter] to select 1:All Memory and choose 2:Reset 

3.  If the aforementioned solutions do not resolve the problem, you may have the user remove all of the batteries, including the lithium backup battery, and re-install them approximately thirty seconds later. If this procedure solves the problem then the issue was not with the symbol table which means the memory does not need to be reset.

TI-89: Try the reboot keystroke: 2nd-leftarrow-rightarrow-on All together (the four-finger salute?).
