Please follow the guidelines below as you prepare your submission, and be prepared to White Board the class if your proposal makes the 1st cut. 

Your team’s proposal should contain/address the following: 
- Hypothesis 
- Concepts of physics 
- Equipment and people needs 
- Uniqueness to the icy environment 
- Nature of the data that will be collected, the methodology, and units 
- Time required to perform the experiment 
- Nature of the analysis 
- Time required for analysis
- Expected results, including a sample graph
