Entrance Question - DAY 5

What is the 10% rule and how does it relate to the Supplant vs. Supplement issue?

Each year change no more nor less than 10 percent of teaching. Change is the key to supplant, not supplement.

I don't know what's the 10 percent rule.

You should try to implement 10% of new ideas into your current curriculum.  You can alter items so that they meet the needs and level of your students.

change curriculum 10 percent each year

evaluate content 4 quality + delete or add to it as needed

a teacher should change their curriculum approx 10% of the time. most teachers will have to supplant material with this rule rather than supplement.

YOU SHOULD CHANGE 10% OF CURRICULUM each year.  

By adapting curriculum, I can better meet the needs of my changing students.  It allows for rich questions to help students learn.  Plus, I have just completed my first year of teaching, so a lot needs to be revamped|

we are encouraged to take our favorite 10 percent from this workshop and include it in our curriculum. most of us will need to supplant because we are already over stuffing our curriculum.

you should only change your classroom curriculum no more than 10 percent in a given school year.  your change should supplant and not supplement your curriculum.

We should only change 10% of our instruction at a time - don't get carried away. We have to take something out to put something in!

You try to change 10% of your curriculum/yr.  This avoids overwhelming you and your students.  

You have to decide whether to try and add activities but it may be more worthwhile to trash some activities before adding.

A reasonable goal is to change about 10 per cent of curriculum. I can't just keep adding more and more supplementary material, so I need to prioritize what i should supplant and what i should keep. 

The 10% rule say you should try to change no more than 10% of what you teach each year.  When you decide to make a change, if you have extra time, you can simply supplement, but if you do not have extra time, you will have to supplant something from the year before.

you should never change more than 10 percent of curr at a time.  we never truly supp unless we have empty time. generally we supplant.

The 10% rule means you can only change 10% of your curr. per year. Unless the amount of time to teach increases you must supplant.
