Now that you have tested the image from the AreaForm Quiz in GSP, let’s explore it in the Geometry Program.
1. Get the Geometry program in you real or virtual calculator.
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2. Now draw your image on your handheld. Set the Window as shown below and make sure you have no functions turned on and all Plots are off.
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2. Press the Graph key and then get the Line Drawing Tool from the DRAW Menu.
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3. Move around the screen and construct the figure you used in the AreaForm Scaling assignment as best as you can. Take note of the coordinates of the vertices of the figure to help you with your drawing.
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4. Once you have the figure drawn, run the Geometry program.
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5. Select at least 7 things to measure and report with words and screenshots your results. Make sure you measure more than just lengths.
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
