The Angle of a Rainbow


When you see a Rainbow, you are seeing an arc along a circle that is centered on your eye. In this investigation you will measure the angle of a Rainbow using the circle of seeing.
1. Locate a photograph of a Rainbow on the Internets. Get it approved by Mr. Young.

2. Save the image and paste it into GSP.


3. Create a Circle that falls along the arc of the Rainbow.


4. Draw the angle that is centered on the circle and marks the arc of the Rainbow.

5. Measure the angle.

6. Collect two other measures of the angles created by other people’s Rainbows.
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7. Compare your angle and the two others. What can you say, in general, about The Angle of a Rainbow?

8. Document all that you did and turn it in for a grade.
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
