What is a Rubric?

· a rating scale & list of criteria by which student knowledge, skills, &/or performance can be assessed 
· rubrics answer the following questions: 
· By what criteria should performance be judged? 

· What does the range in the quality of performance look like? 

· How should the different levels of quality be described and distinguished from one another

Why use a rubric?

· students know expectations/outcomes 
· more objective/less subjective 
· validates standards set 
· less questioning of grade 
· more responsibility placed on student 
· gives direction in parent conferences; provides specific feedback and documentation of grade
A Typical Rubric:

· Contains a scale of possible points to be assigned in scoring performance 
· provides descriptors for each level of performance, which enables more reliable & unbiased scoring 
What makes a good rubric?

· exact criteria 
· specific exemplars 
· directly aligned to instruction & objectives 
· assesses process & product 
· developmental strands easily interpreted by students 
· often includes self &/or peer assessment 
· helps students improve
How do you create a rubric?

· identify process &/or product desired 
· list critical elements necessary for quality performance 
· prioritize performance criteria
· select appropriate rubric type/format 
· select number of points to be defined 
· describe performance criteria for each point value
